1. To Consider and act upon a resolution to reallocate $69,100 from the Bolton
Board of Education Door Lock Replacement (which was allocated for a security
grant matching funds) into Door Locks with a Master Key System, in the amount
of $39,000; and the balance of $30,100 to be reallocated to the High School
Garage.

“bookkeeping” town meeting. She stated that these funds existed for the purposes of a
matching grant that fell through and was being reallocated as stated in the above
resolution.
