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Preschool Screening and Child Find

Bolton Public Schools will be holding a screening for preschool children

Who can participate?

1. Peer Model: Would vou like yvour child to be considered as a peer model for the 2026-2027 preschool
class? In order to be considered as a possible peer model, yvour child will need to be screened. We are
looking for 3- and 4-year-olds who demonstrate age-appropriate communication. social, play, and motor
skills. Children must furn 3 or 4 years of age by August 26, 2026 and should not be eligible for
kindergarten. Preference will be given to Bolton residents.

2. Child Find: Do you have any concerns about your child’s development? We are able to screen for possible
developmental delayvs and will determine whether vour child is functioning within age-appropriate limits or
is in need of further evaluation. This process is just a screening. not a formal evaluation.

What do you need to know about the screening?

The screening will take place at Bolton Center School on Wednesday, March 11 and Thursday, March 12
Screening times are 12:30-1:00 and 1:15-1:45. The screening takes about 30 minufes and will fake place in the
preschool classroom. Please sign your child in at the main office at your assigned screening date and fime, then
wait in the foyer. The preschool team will meet vou in the foyer and take vour child to the preschool classroom.
Through play, the preschool team will look to gather information regarding your child’s communication, social,
play. and motor skills. While vour child is playing, vou will wait in the school foyer and complete a
developmental history form.

How can vou sign your child up for the screening?

If vou are interested in having your preschool child screened as either a peer model or Child Find, please
complete and refurn the Preschool Screening Application by Friday, March 6, 2026. The application is
available on the district website: www.boltonpublicschools.com. Once vour application has been received,
administration will contact you via email with your assigned screening date and time.

Why did we reduce the voting hours for referenda? The reduced hours will save about $1,500 per
referendum. Based on last year, there could be more referenda this fiscal year than the 4 that the
registrars budgeted for. Additionally, taxpayers stated that they do not like the high cost of each
referendum (previously about $5,500 each). The Town ordinance currently establishes referendum
voting hours from 12:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. State statutes and the Town ordinance authorize the
Board of Selectmen to set the starting time for referenda between 6:00 a.m. and 12:00 noon, and
the Board may permit longer voting periods at its discretion. This schedule was developed in
collaboration with the Registrars of Voters.

Why do voting locations change for the referenda? For the health and safety of the poll workers.
When the referenda extended into July last year, temperatures reached over 90° in the St. Maurice
Parish Center. The extreme temperatures forced the last-minute move to Bolton Congregational
Church’s Chandler Hall which is air-conditioned. To avoid confusion this year, we will move to the
air-conditioned Commons at Bolton High School if the referenda continue into July.
