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 On April 23rd a team of 15 volunteers 

arrived in Guatemala ready to serve.   

During our stay we worked for two days 
registering 85 students for the His 
Hands Support Ministries sponsorship 
program.   

There were many familiar faces of 
students and staff but also many new 
ones.  The incoming class of 24 first 
graders was added to the list and will 
be posted for sponsorship on the 
website.  

We currently have 29 of 85 students 
sponsored, falling far short of the goal 
for the school.
