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Did you know that school bus travel is the safest mode of transportation in the —_—
United States? In speaking with our insurance company, they shared with me
that overall, RSU 9 Bus Transportation is one of the better Transportation
Systems they insure. However, we know we are not perfect and that mistakes
happen. Please know that when a mistake or an accident happens, we
immediately look to diagnose what caused the problems that resulted in the

accident and work immediately with the driver involved to try and make sure SAFETY FI RST

that we do not repeat our mistake.

Distracted driving is a factor in most vehicle crashes. Statistics from the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA) show that distracted driving is a factor in 80% of the crashes within the US. | am
sharing this data with you because it’s an area of concern in RSU 9 and we need student and family
assistance. We are seeing an increase in the number of students not following RSU 9 Transportation Safety
expectations which increases distractions. This needs to change immediately! We believe that one way to
reduce distractions on our buses is by students, families, drivers, and schools working as a TEAM, sharing
the same message. That message needs to be: “All RSU 9 students must follow our district's transportation
expectations so that all students can arrive at school and return home safely each and every day.” We need
you to please also emphasize to your child(ren) the importance of adhering to district expectations JICC.
Most specifically: Since a bus is an extension of our classrooms, the Board shall require children to conduct
themselves on the bus in a manner consistent with established standards for classroom behavior.

Once your child boards an RSU 9 bus, we assume responsibility for their safety until they are dropped off at
their designated stop. This means that our conduct expectations are to be followed. To reduce distractions,
we need to also rely on your support to instill in your child(ren) their need to follow our safety expectations.
Please remind your child(ren) to:

* Follow the bus driver's instructions promptly and respectfully.

* Be kind and courteous to your fellow passengers and your driver.

* Always remain seated and face forward to take advantage of the built-in safety supports on your bus.
* Keep noise levels low to avoid noise distractions.
